Summary of the Revised Interview
1.
There are five question sets in the interview.

· Question sets 1, 2, and 3 are to be conducted orally as part of the pre-observation conference of the first observation

· Question sets 4 and 5 are to be addressed after the teacher completes the unit of instruction (part of which was seen in the first observation) and conducts the assessment for that unit.
· Responses to question sets 4 and 5 can be provided through one of three options: 1) the evaluator can schedule a time with the teacher for this portion of the interview, 2) the teacher can submit a written response to question sets 4 and 5 for the evaluator to review and score, or 3) if the second observation of the teacher occurs shortly after he/she has completed the instructional unit on which the interview questions focus, the evaluator can conduct this portion of the interview during time set aside for the second post-observation conference.  
2.
The teacher is to provide documentation for several of the question sets.

· Forms are provided for the teacher to use to present this documentation

· If the written option is chosen for responding to question sets 4 and 5, the completed forms with attachments, when so indicated, are sufficient for a teacher’s response.  
3.
An Excel spreadsheet is provided for scoring the interview.

· The evaluator may use the current PEPE scripting form or blank sheets of paper for scripting interview question sets 1-3.

· An Excel spreadsheet with scoring statements is provided for recording interview scores and writing rationales.

· The process for scoring the interview is similar to the current process except one has to now consider the documentation as well as what is stated in the interview responses.

4.
A clarifying session may be necessary

· If a written interview is provided for question sets 4 and 5 and the evaluator needs some clarification, a clarifying session can occur during the post-observation conference of the second observation.
· As with the current interview, a feedback session should be provided.
